So that we may more confidently believe this and be 
strengthened in the faith and in holy living, our Lord Jesus 
Christ took bread, broke it, and gave it to His disciples and 
said: "Take, eat; this is My body, which is given for you."  It is 
as if He said, "I became man, and all that I do and suffer is for 
your good.
